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Fundraising FAQs
ORGANISING EVENTS
We would like to hold a raffle – what do we have to do? 
1. The raffle should not include any cash prizes. 
2. The sale of the tickets and the draw of the winning ticket must all take place on the same day as the event. 
3. If you buy any prizes the cost must not exceed £250. It is fine to offer prizes in excess of this if the money to buy them has been donated. 
4. You can only offer alcohol as a prize if your event is taking place on licensed premises. If you are running a raffle for which you are selling tickets before the day of the draw, you will need to register the raffle with the local authority. Please request the relevant paperwork and guidelines from them. 
Can I organise my own raffle? 

Under the terms of the Gambling Act 2005 a raffle is considered to be a lottery and must be run in accordance with the law. If you're planning on organising your own raffle, please check the rules on the Gambling Commission website. 

Can I collect money door-to-door or in public places? 
We don't encourage fundraisers to collect money door-to-door, in the street or any other public place and are unable to supply tins or buckets. Public collections undertaken for, or on behalf of, charities in public places are regulated by law and require a licence from the relevant authorities. We would recommend that you arrange a fundraising event rather than a collection. 

Can my company sell items for the Appeal? 
Businesses are required by company law to have a written agreement with us if they plan to sell goods, services, or run promotions for the Appeal. 
How can I make sure my activity is legal and safe? 
The Institute of Fundraising provide comprehensive guidance on issues such as fundraising laws, public events, fundraising with children, insurance and risk so please visit how2fundraise.org for advice. 
Would we be covered by Hart First Response’s insurance policy for any event we organise? 

Unfortunately, we cannot afford to provide liability insurance for all events taking place in our name. If the event is for members of a club and their friends and family you probably don’t need additional insurance but if you are unsure contact Insurance Services for advice. 

Who should I contact if I have any questions?

MONEY RAISED

What percentage of my donation will go towards the Ambulance Appeal? 

For every penny you give us, a penny will go towards the Ambulance Appeal. We are able to make this promise because the charity does not pay anyone, we are all volunteers.  However, if we raise more money than we need any excess will be used to purchase first aid and medical equipment for Hart First Response.

What is Gift Aid? 

Donations and sponsorship from UK Taxpayers are worth almost a third more to us with Gift Aid. Simply ask your sponsors or anyone making a donation to fill in their details on the Sponsorship and Donations form enclosed and to tick the Gift Aid box. Gift Aid cannot be claimed on pins, raffle tickets, prize draws or any other payment for participation. 

I would like to include Hart First Response in my Will; what do I need to do? 
Donations in the form of legacies are incredibly valuable to charities such as Hart First Response.  If you would like to consider Hart First Response as a beneficiary in your Will, please contact your solicitor who will require the following details.

Handling Money
Always ensure that someone is responsible for collecting and banking the money that has been raised at the end of the event. We would recommend that at larger events, lockable cash boxes are used to store money collected.  If an individual needs to carry money, please ensure that they are aware of personal security. Individuals should always use a safe route and be accompanied by at least one other person. When collecting and handling money, children must always be accompanied by someone over the age of 16. Wherever possible, cash must be collected, counted and recorded by two individuals.  Don’t get caught out without any change! At events like a cake sale, where people will need change from their purchases, make sure you have a well-stocked float with plenty of different coins.
