How to Fundraise For Hart First Response

What we do

Our highly trained first aid volunteers give over 3,000 hours each year to treat ill and injured people in the local community.  We provide first aid and ambulance cover to over 70 local events each year, treating in excess of 160 patients.  Every event is attended by one of our fully-kitted ambulances.  We use our ambulances to transport the right equipment to events and provide a safe, warm and private environment in which to treat our patients. 

What is the Ambulance Appeal?

Our current ambulances were new in: 1991 Ford Transit, 1982 Bedford   CF, 1969 series IIA Landrover.  The two vehicles over 20 years old can affect our reliability and our provision of the best environment for patient treatment.   These older vehicles are beginning to show signs of wear and tear and are becoming a less suitable environment in which to treat patients. As demand on our services continues to grow, it is vital that we now replace at least one and preferably both of these vehicles. 

A new frontline Ambulance costs in the region of £40,000-£60,000 to replace.  As a Charity we receive no core government funding and now really need your help to raise the money to buy new ambulances.  
For 2010, we are launching our Ambulance Appeal to raise at least £40,000 over the next two years to purchase at least one new/second-hand Ambulance.  

Any excess funds raised will be used to purchase first aid and medical equipment for
Hart First Response.

MONEY RAISED

How to send in the money you have raised. 

1. Collect all the money raised and pay it into your bank account. 

2. Please do not send cash but send a cheque, postal order made payable to ‘Hart First Response, together with a completed Money Return Form which can be found in this pack.

EVENT ORGANISATION

Planning your event 

1. Think of an idea: You can do all sorts of things, from a sponsored walk or silence to a disco, fair, or jumble sale – no event is too small (every little helps!).
2. Let people know: Get postering so that people know what you’ve got planned by using the poster in the pack to raise awareness of your event. 

3. Shout about it! Get advertising! The more people you tell the more money you can raise. Invite as many people as you can by sending them an email, text or letter and ask your friends to forward on the details to their friends. Contact your local newspaper and radio station to let them know what you have planned.  A sample press release is available from Hart First Response. If you get local press coverage, please send us a copy, as we are always interested to see it.  
4. Use our sponsorship form. If you’re being sponsored, use the form to track your collections. Get EVERYONE, family and friends to pledge their cash. 

5. Enjoy it! Collect the money you have raised and pay it in as soon as you can so your money can start making a difference! 
Don’t forget

· DO get the Gift Aid Boxes on your Sponsorship Form ticked – this means that for every £1 you give to us, we can claim 25p from the government 

· DO let us know what you’re planning 

· DO pay in your money as soon as possible after your event.

PRECAUTIONS

Be Safe
· DO get sponsored by people you know and trust.

· DO make sure that children are supervised and DON’T let them collect money from strangers.

· DO make sure your venue is safe and DON’T forget crowd control.

· DO think about security if you’re carrying money around. Remember ‘The safest way is to pay it in straight away.’ Hart First Response cannot accept liability for your event. If you think you need insurance you will need to take it out yourself.

Be Legal
· DO NOT do house-to-house collections. They are illegal without a local authority licence.

· If you are thinking of holding a raffle, check the rules with your local authority or the Gambling Commission first.

· If your event or activity is on private property, remember to ask permission from the owner.

· DO NOT collect money in the street without a licence from your local authority or the police. We recommend you hold a fundraising event rather than a collection.
